 Duties will be performed equally in indoor and outdoor environments during all seasons of the year.  

This position requires the ability to walk/stand for long periods of time, walking on uneven terrain, 

and lifting/carrying objects weighing up to 25 lbs.  The qualified candidate must be able to work 

weekends and some evenings. This position also requires the ability to speak and present programs 

clearly and effectively.  A part-time Naturalist will spend time interacting with park patrons and 

must enjoy being the focal point of interaction with visitors.
